Monthly Report – November 2025
Academic Activities:
· Two Day International Webinar on Legal Governance and Green Technologies for Sustainable Agriculture was organized as an IQAC initiative with a joint collaboration between Department of Studies in Law, University of Mysore, Mysuru, J.S.S. Law College, Autonomous, Mysuru and Greenlife Croptech Pvt. Ltd, Mysuru on 12.11.2025 and 13.11.2025. Organizing Members comprising Dr. N Vani Shree, Principal cum Convener, Mr. Syed Qudrat Hashimy, Organizing Secretary and Smt. Sheela Ganesh, Assistant Professor cum Coordinator. The Two-Day International Webinar on Legal Governance and Green Technologies for Sustainable Agriculture, held on 12 and 13 November 2025, brought together distinguished scholars, scientists, legal experts, and practitioners to engage in interdisciplinary discussions on the future of sustainable agriculture. 
· Day 1: The webinar commenced with the welcome address by Prof. (Dr.) M. S. Benjamin, Dean and Chairman of the Department of Studies in Law, University of Mysore, Mysuru who highlighted the imperative need to integrate legal governance with emerging green technologies to strengthen agricultural sustainability and resilience. Following this, the Chief Guest, Prof. (Dr.) Shaiwal Satyarthi, Professor, Faculty of Law, University of Delhi, presented a comprehensive overview of the Legal and regulatory frameworks for green and sustainable agricultural practices. The Guest of Honour, Prof. (Dr.) Sreenivasulu N. S, Professor of Law. The West Bengal National University of Juridical Sciences, Kolkata (WBNUJS), delivered a detailed analysis on the Governance of biotechnology, GMOs, and eco-friendly agricultural practices. Continuing the discourse, Prof. (Dr.) M. Vishwanath, Professor, Dean, Faculty of Law, Karnatak University, Dharwad discussed Intellectual property rights and technology transfer in the context of agri-innovation. The final session of Day 1 was delivered by Prof. (Dr.) Sanjit Kumar Chakraborty, Professor of Law & Director, Centre for Law and Social Justice, West Bengal National University of Juridical Sciences (WBNUJS), Kolkata who emphasized the importance of recognizing and legally safeguarding Farmers’ rights, traditional knowledge, and access to technology. 
· Day 2: Opened with a welcome address by Dr. N. Vani Shree, Principal of JSS Law College, Mysuru, who reaffirmed the need for collaborative academic engagement in shaping responsive agricultural policies. The keynote address was delivered by Prof. (Dr.) Nicolas de Sadeleer, Professor Ordinaire (Full Professor) from Belgium, who provided an in-depth exposition of the EU Green Deal and the EU Biodiversity Strategy including Environmental law, climate policy and sustainable food systems. This was followed by a compelling presentation by Dr. Vasanth Kumar Thimakapura, Managing Director & Chief Scientific Officer, Greenlife Croptech Pvt. Ltd., Mysuru, who spoke on Farmers’ rights and agricultural justice: Science, subsidy and sustainability in Indian agriculture. In the next session, Dr. S. Chandra Nayaka, Professor & Officer In-charge, ICAR (AICRP-Mysuru Centre) presented a scientific perspective on the Governance of biotechnology, GMOs, and eco-friendly agricultural practices from an agri-science perspective. The final presentation of the webinar was delivered by Mr. Deepak Ghadge, Senior Vice President for Strategy and Growth at Intuitive Data Solutions Pvt. Ltd., Hyderabad, who discussed the transformative potential of Blockchain and smart contracts in agricultural supply chains. Across both days, the programme facilitated rich inter disciplinary discussions that demonstrated the interdependence of legal governance, scientific innovation, and technological transformation in achieving sustainable agriculture. 
· The One-Day National Seminar on ‘Seven Decades of the Indian Constitution: Ideologies, Facts and Substances’ was organized by JSSLC Research Wing and Constitution Club as an IQAC initiative  on 15.11.2025 at Silver Jubilee Hall.  Hon’ble Justice N. Nagaresh, Judge, High Court of Kerala was invited as the Chief Guest, Guest of Honour and the Resource Persons for the Technical Sessions include Adv. Shaji Thomas, Advocate, Kerala, Rtd. Prof. Umapathi, Department of Political Science, University of Mysore, Mysuru and Convenor – Mysore Open Forum, Prof. (Dr.) Sairam Bhat, Professor of Law, National Law School of India University, Bengaluru. Prof. K S Suresh, Chief Executive, Dr. N Vani Shree, Dr. Jagadish A T, Sri. Pranav Kumar Nair, Sri. Savanth B S, Sri. Ashraya B Chakraborty, Faculty Coordinator, Smt. Soujanya G K, Organizing Secretary, III Semester BA., LL.B (Hons.) & BBA., LL.B (Hons.) and I Semester LL.B students and for other external participants (online), nearly 200 attendees were present. The programme began with the Welcome Address by Prof. K. S. Suresh, Chief Executive, who emphasized that understanding the historical intent and structural vision of the Constitution is essential for today’s legal scholars and practitioners. The Chief Guest, Hon’ble Justice N. Nagaresh, Judge, High Court of Kerala, delivered an insightful inaugural address. Following the inaugural session, Technical sessions followed: 
· Technical Session I was addressed by Mr. Shaji Thomas, Advocate, Kerala on the topic Constitutional Metamorphosis of Article 21 and 22. 
· Technical Session II was addressed by Prof. (Dr.) Umapathy, Retd. Professor, Department of Political Science, University of Mysore, Mysuru on the topic Indian Constitution: Roots, Values, Dangers and Future.
· Technical Session III was handled by Mr. S. Nagendra, Guest Faculty, J.S.S. Law College on the topic Constitutional Challenges in Democracy.
· Technical Session IV - Paper Presentations: The final technical session featured paper presentations conducted in both online and offline formats. 30 participants presented a range of perspectives on Constitutional law and governance.
· Dr. Manoj Kumar Hiremath, Assistant Professor & IQAC Coordinator, K.L.E. Law College, Bengaluru delivered the Valedictory address to conclude One-Day Seminar followed by distribution of certificates to the participants.
· On 26.11.2025 we celebrated The Constitution Day which is also called as National Law Day at JSS Law College, Mysuru in the Silver Jubilee Hall at 9 30 a.m. The programme commenced with an invocation by Miss. Amruthalaxmi, the Principal Dr. N Vani Shree welcomed the gathering, which was followed by the reciting of the Preamble by the Chief Executive Prof. K S Suresh who narrated the values of each word of the preamble. He spoke about the history of the Constitution as the Single Piece and the mother of all the legislations. He inspired the students to uphold the Constitutional values through their legal profession by providing justice to the victims. The programme ended with vote of thanks proposed by Dr. A T Jagadish.
